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1.0 INTRODUCTION

1.1 What is BLASTarc ?

BLAST Archiving System or BLASTarcaims to facilitate access to files / content of the

course in the current and previous semesters. Academic staffs are able to download and

execute a backup for these files / content of the course. This would be beneficial for

academicstaffs with multiple groups for the same course OR for academic staffs that teach

the same course every semester / year.

2.0 PROCEDURE

2.1 OVERVIEW

You may wish to make a clone of a course to use in a different context, or you may wish to

create a backup of your previous course and restore the same content in your current

course. By creating a Backup for a MOODLEcourse saves all or parts of the content of that

course in an archive or ZIP file. This preserves a version of a course which will not be

affected by future changes, additions, or deletions. You can later restore the back-up file

into the same course, or into a different course.
